Financial need required.
Mildred Allworth Scholarship $1500                                                                                             In honour of Mildred G. Allworth, an Oakville resident who was well-known for her leadership and contribution to the University Women’s Club of Oakville. Significant school/community service, and leadership are requirements for this scholarship. Financial need NOT required.
Jean Malcolm Smith Scholarship $1500                                                                                       In honor of Jean Malcolm Smith, a founding member of CFUW Oakville, who was well known for her leadership and volunteerism in the community. Significant school/community service, and leadership are requirements for this scholarship. Financial need is NOT a criterion for this scholarship.
Miriam White Memorial Scholarship $1000                                                                             In Honour of Miriam White, a past President of CFUW Oakville, who was known for her interest in business and music. Significant school/community service and leadership are requirements for this scholarship. The applicant must also demonstrate an interest in pursuing a career in business and a demonstrated strong interest in music. This scholarship requires greater than average financial need. 
Lilian Fulford Scholarship $1500                                                                                                      In honour of Lilian Fulford, a former President of CFUW Oakville. Significant leadership experience, either at school or in the community is required. The applicant must also demonstrate an interest in pursuing post-secondary studies in computer science and demonstrate a strong interest in music. This scholarship requires financial need.
Richard Garnett Memorial Engineering Scholarships $5000                                         Two separate scholarships go to students pursuing post-secondary studies in engineering.  Both scholarships require outstanding service to community and/or school.  One scholarship is for academic excellence (no financial need) and one scholarship is to assist a person further their studies (financial need).
[bookmark: _Hlk528830917]Access Scholarship $1000                                                                                                                   In honour of Melissa Vassallo who has overcome significant disabilities. The purpose of this scholarship is to make post-secondary learning opportunities more accessible to a person with a disability* or a person with a strong interest in this area of study. Financial need may be taken into consideration. 
*Disability is defined as:
· Any degree of physical disability, infirmity, malformation or disfigurement that is caused by bodily injury, both birth defect or illness and, without limiting the generality of the foregoing, includes diabetes mellitus, epilepsy, a brain injury, any degree of paralysis, amputation, lack of physical co-ordination, blindness or visual impediment, deafness or hearing impediment, muteness or speech impediment, or physical reliance on a guide dog or other service animal or on a wheelchair or other remedial appliance or device
· A condition of mental impairment or developmental disability. A learning disability, or a dysfunction in one or more of the processes involved in understanding or using symbols or spoken language
· A mental disorder
· An injury or disability for which benefits were claimed or received under the insurance plan established under The Workplace Safety and Insurance Act 1997

· Female Oakville resident
· Canadian Citizen or Permanent Resident
· Attendance at a publicly funded Oakville high school
· Minimum average of 80% on credits earned in a publicly funded Oakville high school (includes Oakville students enrolled in Cawthra Park Arts Program)
· Significant service to and leadership in school and the community beyond the 40 hours required for graduation. 
· Acceptance to and attendance at a Canadian University or College for 2026-2027
